PCS WOMEN’S SEMINAR: 23-24 June 2018 MILTON KEYNES
The PCS Women’s Seminar will be held at the Holiday Inn in Milton Keynes on the 23-24 June 2018. 

The theme will be “Empowering Women”. We will look at what barriers there are and how we can overcome them. Particularly focusing on digital bullying and sexual harassment.
Registration will open at 1pm on Saturday 23 June, with the seminar starting at 2pm. The seminar will finish no later than 1pm on Sunday 24 June.

The seminar will seek to encourage greater participation from women members and will integrate PCS campaigning and organising priorities with the particular challenges faced by PCS women members. 

A variety of speakers, workshops and discussion group sessions will be spread across the weekend, with a focus on learning and empowerment.
The seminar is aimed at women members who are newly active or who would like to become more engaged in PCS. Applications are positively welcomed from black, lesbian, bisexual, transgender, disabled and young women members who are often under-represented at union events.

PCS fully appreciates there may be special sensitivities linked to disability and LGBT issues, and all applications will be treated confidentially. 

PCS will meet the costs of accommodation, evening meal and breakfast, and reasonable travel, including those for carers. Access requirements will be met as far as possible.

Childcare facilities will be provided for children between the ages of 6 months and 14 years, however places are limited. 

Delegates are encouraged to make alternative arrangements where possible and PCS will cover the costs of reasonable childcare claims on production of a receipt from a registered carer.

The supporting statement should also be completed as this will form part of the selection criteria.
