Delete Rule 15.

Insert new Rule 15 as follows:

15. (a)The Officers of the Branch shall consist of a CHAIR, VICE CHAIR, BRANCH SECRETARY, BRANCH DEPUTY SECRETARY, ASSISTANT SECRETARY, TREASURER, DEPUTY TREASURER, ORGANISER, 3 DEPUTY ORGANISERS, COMMUNICATIONS OFFICER, EQUAL OPPORTUNITIES OFFICER and a YOUNG MEMBERS OFFICER. The Officers shall be members of the Branch. The Branch Executive Committee shall have the power to fill any vacancies that occur during its term of office.  No person shall hold more than one Branch Officer post at one time.

(b) If there are more nominations than positions for any of the posts there shall be an election by secret individual ballot of the members in the Branch.

(c)  The DEPUTY SECRETARY and ASSISTANT SECRETARY shall be a member employed in different branch constituencies where possible.

(d) Each DEPUTY ORGANISER shall be a member employed in different branch constituencies where possible.

39.

The Branch Executive Committee shall also ensure the Annual election or appointment of Health and Safety representatives.
